Loop Systems and Hearing Aids

We know that hearing aids are not the end all for helping people with hearing aids.  

Loop systems are designed to help patients with hearing impairments reduce the effects of background noise while watching television and while using their prescription hearing aids. 
What you may not know is not all assistive devices are safe with PACEMAKERS.   The devices below are safe to use if you have a PACEMAKER and provided you don’t hold them close to your chest – keep at arms distance.    Patients must have a telecoil available through the push button on their hearing aids (auto telecoil will not work).  By using a microphone/telephone program you will be aware of sounds in your environment (safety issue).

We have several models available:
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	Hard wire:  An antenna is routed from the attachment on your television around the carpet and baseboard or area rug in your home or via a seat cushion.  The benefit of this device is that you can move around the entire room and not loose your connectivity.   This system can also be used in small meeting rooms (microphone attachment) and with the right attachments can loop your vehicle.    Perfect for homes where more than one person would like to hear the TV through their hearing aid and community rooms in Care Facilities, Group Homes, and Doctor’s Offices with informational videos, etc.
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	This set up shows a seat cushion for individual use.  It can also be used to set up in a car.
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	Free Standing: This device is more flexible as it can be moved from one television system to another easily.  This can easily be used in hospital rooms and care facilities.
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	Portable System:  Helps you interact with your banker (windows and all), your attorney, your physician, and pharmacist.  This system comes with a microphone that can be given to the speaker.
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	Church or Community System:  This device allows you to loop a large meeting room and offer headsets to people who do not currently wear hearing aids.
